Pierowall Old Churchyard has graves of two World War I soldiers:

Pte. William Thompson BAIN, 13th Battalion, Royal Scots, died 24th March 1918, age 24 – he was the husband of Annie Bain, of Newhouse, Garthtown, Westray.

Pte. James BURGHER, 3rd Battalion, H.L.I., died of pneumonia on 5th September 1918, age 23.  He was son of James and Tomima Burgher, of Ness Rapness, Westray.

The cemetery also includes (at south end) graves of eleven unidentified men of the Swedish S.S. “Birka”.

There are also two World War II graves in the churchyard:

Gdsmn. J. DREVER, 2nd Scots Guards, died 30th August 1947, age 20.  He is NOT on the Memorial List, although he has a Commonwealth War Graves Commission headstone.

Ord. Smn. Henry HOLLINGSWORTH, Merchant Navy, of S.S. Chelsea (Hull), died 30th August 1940, age 26.  Son of Henry Edward and Agnes Hollingsworth – he was not a Westray man and is NOT on the Memorial list.
